NH WORKS FOR RECOVERY 

How does the NH Works for Recovery program benefit jobseekers?  
The NH Works for Recovery program provides comprehensive and individualized re-employment services to individuals 
who have been directly or indirectly affected by the opioid crisis.  Eligible participants will have an opportunity to receive 
job training and support services to help them successfully compete for many of the in-demand occupations located 
throughout New Hampshire.   
 
The NH Works for Recovery services are offered at each of the twelve NH Works Offices located across the state. Career 
Navigators located in these offices will work with you to determine eligibility for the program and provide barrier 
assessments and case management services. Please call for an appointment at the NH Works office nearest to you. 
 

What services are provided? 
• Occupational Skills Training: 

o Classroom based training – leading to a meaningful credential 
o On-the-Job Training (OJT) – learn while you earn a paycheck 

• Job search assistance and access to a network of employers that are Recovery Friendly Workplaces 
• Case Management Services ensuring the necessary levels of support are provided 
• Job Coaching, Job Readiness, and Networking workshops 
• Support Services  

 

Who’s eligible for these services? 
• Individuals who have a history of opioid use, or have a friend or family member with a history of opioid use and 

can answer “Yes” to one of the following questions: 
o 18 years of age or older who have lost their jobs; or 
o 18 years of age or older who have never held a job; or 
o 18 years of age or older whose work history is limited to short-term, part-time jobs unrelated to a 

specific occupation and/or career path; or 
o 18 years of age or older who is unemployed and whose employment history, regardless of length, has 

been in affect negated due to a history of opioid use.  
• Individuals wanting to enter or advance in a profession that is directly associated with supporting individuals 

struggling with opioid misuse
